Read Psalm 46

person and the situation they were experiencing? What did you do? How did you feel about your
response later?

Bible Study
Read Luke 10: 25-37

e Let’s pretend you are the man who is beaten and left for dead. You are alone on the side of the
road; someone stops to help you. Does it make a difference to you who it is that helps you? Why
or why not?

e Read Matthew 25: 34-40. Where do we find Jesus today? How do we care for the people
mentioned in this text?

e How do you and others at Holy Trinity care for our neighbors close by and around the world?

e How can you care for others in your family?

e ReadJohn 13:33-35. “Just as | have loved you, you should love one another” This is Jesus’
command to his followers. Jesus’ love is unconditional, Jesus is always loving all people. How
does that inform how you love and care for others?

e How does Jesus care for you? What is the biggest act of love and care Jesus did?

Journal Question

e To whom did you extend love and compassion this week? What was the circumstance and how
did you feel afterwards?
